ALL AMERICAN POTATO SALAD 

3 lbs. new red potatoes, scrubbed  

DRESSING: 

 1 tbsp. Sugar                    

 2 tsp. Dijon-style mustard 

 ¾ cup mayonnaise     

 2 tbsp. light cream            

 1 tbsp. cider vinegar         

 1 celery stalk, thinly sliced 

 1 small onion, minced 

 1 small red pepper, cut in ¼” thick strips 

Cut potatoes in half; in 3 quarts boiling, salted 
water in a large pot, cook potatoes 12 minutes or 
until easily pierced with a fork.  Drain; place in 
large bowl of ice and water to stop 
cooking.  When cool, place in colander; set aside 
until well drained.   

In large bowl, combine dressing ingredients with 
1 tsp. salt and 1/8 tsp. pepper.   

Add potatoes, celery, onion and pepper; toss 
gently to coat.   

Cover with plastic wrap; refrigerate at least 1 
hour to blend ingredients.   

Makes 8 servings.
